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History is Our Battleground

This year marks a crucial moment in the struggle over historical memory. We
commemorate the liberation of the concentration camps, the capitulation of the
German Wehrmacht, and the end of Nazi barbarism on May 8/9, 1945. But what
lessons have truly been learned?

Fifty-five million people perished in the Second World War. Six million Jews were
murdered in concentration and extermination camps, victims of the Nazis’ murderous
and racist ideology. On the territory of the former Soviet Union—today’s Russia,
Ukraine, and Belarus—27 million people fell to Nazi genocidal aggression.

However, the pledge made in 1945 to never again allow fascism and war was broken
within just a few years by political leaders.

Humanity’s entry into the era of potential collective suicide began with the U.S.
atomic bombings of Hiroshima and Nagasaki—events that took place 80 years ago
this August. Hundreds of thousands of people were burned alive or suffocated within
seconds, and countless survivors have suffered the lasting effects of nuclear fallout to
this day.

Some describe the 20th century, with its wars, war crimes, and genocides, as a
century of collective trauma. But two opposing historical forces have always been at
play. The 20  century was also a century of national and anti-colonial liberation.

In April, we marked the 70th anniversary of the Bandung Conference in Indonesia,
where leaders from 29 newly decolonised African and Asian nations laid the
foundation for the Non-Aligned Movement, heralding an era of national liberation.

Twenty years after Bandung, in May 1975, the United States was forced to
acknowledge defeat in the Vietnam War. The German Swedish writer Peter Weiss
summarised the lesson of that war, which claimed over two million lives, with these
words: “The mightiest robber can no longer carry home his prey.”

Soviet Premier Nikita Khrushchev once warned that in the next war, the living would
envy the dead. The growing realisation among elites—both East and West—that a
nuclear war would mean the end of humanity opened new pathways for peace in the
last quarter of the 20th century. Out of this understanding came the Conference on
Security and Cooperation in Europe (CSCE), whose Final Act was signed 50 years
ago, on August 1. Thirty-five states from Europe and North America sought to
establish lasting and peaceful coexistence on our continent.

But today, Europe is preparing for a new Cold War that could easily usher in a hot
war. In January, a majority in the European Parliament reduced the “liberation of
Europe from National Socialism” to a mere Russian narrative, dismissing its
commemoration as an idea used by Russia to justify its invasion of Ukraine.

Eighty years after the defeat of fascism, authoritarian leaders such as Putin, Trump,
Netanyahu, and Erdoğan are proving—through rhetoric and action—that the far right
is not a relic of the past but a present and pressing danger. As if the horrors of war
and fascism had been wiped out, war is once again being legitimized as “a
continuation of politics by other means”. Societies are being militarised, populations
are being divided along racial, religious, and cultural lines. The global public are
watching live reports of genocide and ethnic cleansing.

We socialists have not forgotten that this year also marks the 110th anniversary of
the Zimmerwald Conference, where a small group of determined anti-war social
democrats met in Zimmerwald, Switzerland, to embed the struggle for peace into the
very DNA of the radical left.

Today, fascism and war are not phantoms of the past; they are real and present
dangers. It is up to the people—peace movements, trade unions, civil society, and
the political left—to ensure that Europe does not once again slide into catastrophe.

Resist NATO's War Machine: A Pivotal Call to Action

All eyes must be on NATO next month – and on the anti-NATO protests that are
being organised to counter the obscene militarism and war-mongering that the
nuclear-armed alliance generates. On 24th and 25th June, NATO Heads of State will
gather in The Hague to discuss military spending, rearmament and expansion. These
spell disaster for Europe and the wider world, wasting valuable resources that should
be spent on meeting people’s needs, and increasing the risk of catastrophic war.

The new Trump presidency has thrown European NATO states into turmoil, by its
threats to ‘abandon’ Europe. European militarisation has already dramatically
expanded with the Ukraine war; now some European leaders plan massively
increased military budgets, to comply with Trump’s demands; others do so to build a
European military alternative to dependence on the US.

Whatever the reason, a massive arms race is now underway.

In the latest news, US Secretary of State Marco Rubio has said that by the time of
the Summit, all NATO members will have agreed on a goal of spending 5% GDP on
‘defence’ over the next decade. The German Foreign Minister has already announced
that Berlin accepts the demand.

Of course, the crisis amongst European member states has not stopped NATO’s
continuing and expanding global role, its military operations, its increasing presence
on every continent, its deadly carbon boot print, and its growing list of partners and
alliances. These back up NATO complicity in the US’s anti-China agenda, and its
determination to maintain its global domination.

It’s crucial for the left and the peace movement to come together to analyse,
strategise and take action. The counter-summit will take place in The Hague on
Saturday 21st June, followed by a demonstration against NATO – expected to be
massive – on Sunday 22nd June. The counter-summit, organised by the Dutch
movement, with support from the international No to War – No to NATO network and
others, is presenting a fantastic programme of discussions, which will enable in-depth
thinking and planning to take place. Subjects include protecting the welfare state
against the war state; imperialist war and global resistance against NATO; nuclear
weapons out of Netherlands and Europe; the Middle East political situation; NATO’s
global expansion; the arms race in Europe; international solidarity – how we achieve
it; will there be Cold War in Europe; genocide in Palestine; anti-militarism and
feminism; climate change and war; alternatives to NATO; the war in Ukraine; the
debate in Dutch politics on war and peace.

Speakers are not yet announced – except that we will welcome Peter Mertens from
the Workers’ Party of Belgium and Jeremy Corbyn, British Independent MP, to speak
in the opening session.

Whatever area of peace and anti-war work you are engaged in – and both are at the
heart of our political movement and its founding principles – there is something of
great interest for you, and for your party. Please do everything you can to attend the
counter-summit – make sure you are represented: this is a pivotal moment for our
movement – and for the future of humanity.
